
Multi-Divisional Schedules 
 
Larry Johnson has a new problem.  His league is so popular, that now the Lake Augustine 
Sports Organization wants him to include a women’s division.  Having no additional time 
slots on Saturday’s for the two courts he currently manages, Mr. Johnson had to negotiate 
for additional time, which ended up being on Tuesday evenings. 
 
So, he added Tuesday evenings to the schedule between January 16th and March 6th. 
 

 
 

 



 
He defined the Women’s Division. 
 

 
 

 
 
Then he entered in each of the 6 Ladies teams that had registered so far. 
 

 
 
Then he went to the Plan Schedules page, Cleared the Auto Schedules, and turned Auto 
Schedules on in order to re plan the schedule.  This is when he first discovered a problem. 



 
 
The point was to have the Women’s division play on Tuesday evenings and the Men’s to 
continue to play on Saturday evenings.  To fix this, he uses the Division page. 
 

 
 
Note that he set the Day of Week constraint for the Men’s division to “Sat” , and the 
Women’s division to “Tue” . 
 
Note: Always be sure to use the three character abbreviation for the day of the week in 
mixed case.  Make it look exactly like the Day column on the left side of the Plan 
Schedules page. 
 
Going back to the Plan Schedule page, clearing the auto schedule, and turning on auto 
scheduling again, he gets a much better version of the plan. 
 



 
 
But, looking very carefully, there is still another problem.  There are 2 courts and 2 time 
slots on Tuesday evenings.  That is enough for 4 games each night.  But there are only 6 
women’s teams, and therefore only three games.  The scheduler has a couple of teams 
playing two matches each night.  This doesn’ t work too well in basketball.  You get too 
tired. 
 
This didn’ t happen in the Men’s division because there are just enough teams to 
completely fill up the available time and field slots. 
 
So, back to the Women’s division page for one more change. 
 

 
 
Note the change to the Minimum Days Between Days field.  This way they will get at 
least one day’s rest between games.  If the next slot isn’ t available for 7 more days, so be 
it. 
 



 
 
Now were talking.   
 
Larry thinks he is just about done when the Organization Chairman calls and tells him 
that they want him to open up a Saturday evening league for 6th grade boys.  They are 
expecting 8 teams, and are planning on opening up basketball courts 3 and 4 on 
Saturday’s at 6:00 pm and 7:30 pm. 
 
Larry starts in, going back to the Fields page to add two new courts, the divisions to add 
the new 6th grade boys division, and enters the 8 teams. 
 

 
 

 



Larry remembered to constrain the 6th Grade Boys division to playing on Saturday’s.  But 
can you predict what he didn’ t think to do by looking at the information above? 
 

 
 
Below is the schedule that is generarated when he clears the old schedule and turns on the 
auto scheduler. 
 

 
 
Notice that the 6th grade boys play on all four courts at 6:00 pm, and the men’s division 
plays on all four courts at 7:30 pm.  This would probably be an OK schedule by itself.  A 
court is a court.  But the real problem is that they only have courts 3 and 4 on Saturday 
evenings, not Tuesday evenings. 
 
The easiest thing to do is to restrict the women’s division from playing on courts 3 and 4.  
But, since the intention was to use courts 1 and 2 for the men’s division, and courts 3 and 



4 for the 6th grade division, Larry is going to make three changes.  Back to the divisions 
page. 
 

 
 
Notice the changes in the Field Codes column in each of the divisions?  The division will 
only be allowed to schedule games on the fields listed in their field code column. 
 

 
 
Back to Plan Schedules.  Clear Auto Schedules.  Turn Auto Schedules On.  There, that 
fixed it.
